From the Principal … 

 

Dear CHS Community, 
Each year we like to review with parents a summary of our school safety plans.  We all know that 
students need to feel safe before they can learn, so safety is a top priority at all schools. 
 
We ask all visitors to check into the Main Office before going anywhere in the building. 
 
Every fall, schools review safety plans with their individual crisis committees, with all staff and all 
students.  We practice drills throughout the year, making sure everyone remembers the protocols.  The 
procedures we put in place are meant to provide as much safety as possible.  We utilize the expertise of 
the community – the sheriff’s office, fire department, emergency medical services and experts in the 
district to devise the best plans.   
 
The types of practice activities we do range from completing a tabletop simulation activity with our crisis 
team utilizing the NIMS (National Incident Management System) training, to fire drills, lockdown drills, 
and shelter-in-place drills with the entire school population.  These are practiced so that students and 
staff know exactly how to react in an emergency situation.  Our hope is that they know there is a plan in 
place for their safety.  They need to remain calm and listen to the adults around them.  In the event of 
an emergency, parents will be notified as soon as possible, whether by personal phone calls from school 
officials or through local network news assistance. 
 
One of our biggest responsibilities is to be visible and to teach our students NOT to accept the presence 
of non-CHS affiliated people.  We talk to our students about safety and ask them to report to us when 
strangers are in our building or on our grounds.  We certainly appreciate your support in helping us keep 
your kids safe! 
 



We have a great community with our parents, students, business partners and staff.  They respond well 
to any call we make.  What I am asking each of you to do is to send your students to school ready to 
learn.  Help them feel safe at school by talking to them about the safety plans.  Make sure they get a 
good night’s sleep and a nutritious breakfast each morning. Have conversations about spreading 
kindness to others around them.  Allowing bullying and mean remarks only leads to anger and pain.  
Instead, help them be the solution to a safe environment.  Talk to your students about living the WAY of 
the WARRIOR.   (Wisdom, Accountability, Respect, Reliability, Integrity, Ownership, Responsibility)
